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I. INTRODUCTION 

 
The central Anatolia region of Turkey especially Kayseri Pēnarbaĸē Uzunyayla area has a location 

passing over one of the five main branches of west palartig world bird migration paths. Figure 1. 

 
Therefore it is the reproduction site of birds of prey that are endangered and rarely found species listed 

below.  In the Arabian peninsula due to the breeding practice of bird of prey falcon that has turned to be a 

symbol for years and allocating money for this costing approximately 300 million dollars per year, bird of 

prey smuggling from our country has been made for years. The Project of Preventing Smuggling that we 

had started with Nevzat Ceylan who were the general manager of Ministry of Forestry National Parks in 1994 

continued for long years. In the operations that we made with gendarme law enforcement officers in 1995, 

500 luxury Mercedes, Toyota and Land Rover car determination statistics were realized. Then in 2001 it 

was determined that this number decreased to nearly 20 cars as a result of the study that was conducted by 

us. As a result of the truth that bird of prey smuggling having demand and supply cannot be prevented by 

prohibition it was required to implement this project legally. 

 
The goal of the project is to prevent smuggling and  

provide economic input into the country on legal 

terms by reproducing the sample falcon species that 

are to be taken from the nature under the permission 

and accompaniment of officials by the help of egg 

incubator. 

It is aimed that the surplus of falcons will be adapted 

and released to nature. 

Therefore the main goal is to prevent the  
European and Arabian smugglers and reproduce  

that rarely found species without being endangered 
and intervention to the natural ecological life. 
Since those falcons which are the favourite bird of  

petrol sheiks of the Arabian peninsula in especially  
Dubai region have high values such as 80,000  

dollars per bird leads to the persistence of smuggling.

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II. THE DESCRIPTION OF PROJECT  
 

The Contributive Role of the Falcon Production Project into the Ecology of Turkey  

 
Over 100,000 falcons have been kidnapped from the reproduction site that is located in 

Kayseri ï Pēnarbaĸē region for approximately 30 years in Turkey. Another type of the 

smuggling, coming with the excuse of tourists and tripping around with luxurious cars is found in 

Halep in Syria having roughly 20 auction sale places. Those findings were made by Uĵur D¿ndar 

Arena Programme on secret videotaping with our administratorôs operation displays and featured in 

KanalD TV on March 13
th

Due to the very high price of birds of prey, hunting of them cannot be prevented. In order to 
eliminate the illegal hunting of birds of prey, a profitable production farm should be established to 
provide foreign currency inflow into Turkey. 

 
The money spent to falcons by the Ar abian sheiks is approximately 3 0 0  m i llion  do ll ars per 

year. 30 0  m illi o n do ll ars ! .. .  As a result of this then comes the falcon smuggling ! ..  

The birds of prey in nature lay 3 to 4 eggs per year in average but due to the selection they can only 

breed 2 juveniles. By our product ion farm we have the capacity of increasing that qua nt ity to 
10 juveniles per year. Therefore it is provided that the falcons becoming extinct will be 

reproduced. 
 

The Economic Goal of the Falcon Project 

 
Falcon eggs have been smuggled from especially Kayseri in Turkey to Austria. The smuggled eggs might 
have buyers in European countries for quantities like 50,000 dollars. Although it is prohibited in 
international agreements, this type of smuggling has been attractive due to the excessive prices that are 
paid to falcons.

With the establishment of the production farm, the production of 200 falcons per year are targeted. The 
economic input of this production is 10 to 18 million dollars approximately.

The production place will be composed of incubation area and semi open flying area with a thermal 
insulation of the construction. It will be constructed by composite panels. In order to compensate electirical 
and heating requirements of the farm new technologically produced sun panels on the farm walls and roofs 
will be used and the electricity will be produced by the nature itself. With its meteorological conditions, 
Kayseri has a unique position in the world for the production of falcons.
